However, those
resources will immediately direct you to Shutterstock, a different site that requires you to pay to
access them. This means that Morguefile ONLY offers photos.

Morguefile and Other Free Image Sites

Compared to Pixabay, Morguefile offers more candid and real-world photos, while Pixabay leans
towards more "professional" stock photos. Unlike Unsplash, which focuses on high-resolution, artistic
photography, Morguefile includes a broader variety, from everyday snapshots to more experimental
shots. While some images on Morguefile might be lower in resolution than those found on other sites,
this is often perfectly acceptable for digital scrapbooking and other online uses.
