Description

Although not every scrapbook page needs to have a title, they can add a touch of fun or information to
the story and for the viewer. If you want to add a title to your page, here are twelve types you can
consider.

Location

You use a title that identifies the place where the story takes place, and the rest of the details will be
added in the journaling. It could be a country, a city, a landmark, etc.

Activity

Another way you can use a single word in a title is to choose one word that refers to a particular event,
activity or action. By summarizing the story in the title, the photos will usually speak for themselves.

Attribute

You can also find a title that depicts a specific attribute or result of the event or story in the page.

Relationship

Whether it is a family relationship or an acquaintance, labeling the subject will also help the viewer.
Was this your grandma? or your great-aunt? What that your son or your nephew or even your

neighbor?

Sentiment

This type of title is quite obvious as we have surely seen it left and right: using sentiment to color the
whole project. You could use a title that would be similar to what you would have on the cover of a

greeting card, like "Congratulation" or "Happy Birthday".
