Back then, we only used blue and red ball point pens. Black and green and purple, were just not
common, at least in the school store. Maybe you could find them in other stores, but not there. They
were a whooping 10 cents.

Limited choice

Yes, back then, we had only a few types of items: the notebooks were all the same type, the pencils
were all HB (with a dark lead), the pens were all the same (although they were only red or blue), the
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erasers were only the pink ones (for pencils) and the pink and blue ones (that we used to call "for ink"),
rulers were only made of wood, etc.
